BUDGET COMMENTS:

This cost center shows an overall increase of $32,138 (8.20%), due, for the most part, to the replacement
of a motor vehicle. Increases include $25,000 (100%) in vehicle replacement, $7,040 (2.75%) in salaries,
and $300 (6.00%) in office supplies. All other line items have either been reduced, or are consistent with
current funding.

PROGRAM:

This program provides funds for the administration of all the Engineering & Operations Division within the
Public Works Department. Responsibilities include overall guidance and direction of work tasks and
division resources, supervision of outside consultant/contractor work, resolution of complex public works
issues, development of special projects, coordination of reglonal, state and federal agencies as
appropriate, and the securing of funding opportunities which subsidize local public works projects.
Administration covers the following programs: Engineering Services, Roadway Maintenance, Street &
Sidewalk Maintenance and Administration, Snow Removal, Traffic Control, and Street Lighting. Also
included is administration of the Clean City Program.

OBJECTIVES:

To promote community health and safety and enhance the public's quality of life by identifying and
prioritizing the community's infrastructure needs and then efficiently coordinating resources to provide the
highest levels of customer service and efficiency in achieving the Department's overall objectives.

BUDGET COMMENTS:

This cost center has increased $16,690 (1.49%). Increases include $7,469 (4.79%) in salaries, $3,180
{6.63%) in employee benefits, and $7,041 (286.80%) in gasoline and vehicle maintenance, a result of
reallocation based on FY 2008 actuals. All remaining line items were either decreased of stayed consistent
with current funding. A major costs of this division is $300,000 for road and trench repair contract services.

PROGRAIM:

This program provides funds for the operation of Engineering Services. Responsibilities include a wide
range of services such as issuing appropriate Excavation/Obstruction permits for work done in City streets
and right-of-ways; maintaining all records of ali utilities within City right-of-way areas, including water,
sanitary sewers, storm drainage and others; investigating all reports regarding City streets and sidewalks;
administering the City's Sidewalk Inspection Program; preparing designs and specifications for City
projects, with a focus on public transportation infrastructure; administering engineering consultant and
construction contracts; and serving all City Departments in regard to their engineering needs.

OBJECTIVES:

To promote community health and safety and enhance the public's quality of life by working in coordination
with the Roadway & Sidewalk Maintenance and Traffic Control programs to identify community infra-
structure needs, particularly in regards to roadways and sidewatks and then efficiently and effectively
design, construct and maintain the infrastructure, along with its historic character. Also, to uphold the
highest level of customer service in regards to permitting, information sharing and engineering guidance in
accordance with all local, state and federal codes and standards.

BUDGET COMMENTS:

This budget has an overall increase of $21,869 (2.36%), due exclusively to salaries and benefits, Increases
include $21,953 (5.47%) in salaries, and $7,352 (3.35%) in employee benefits. Offsetting decreases include
$1,000 (-20.00%) in overtime, $5,938 (-2.81%) in gasoline and vehicle maintenance and $500 (-25.00%} in
phone and communications. Major expenses in this division include $204,939 for gasoline and vehicle
maintenance; $63,000 for road and sidewalk materials; and $1,000 for building materials.

PROGRAM:

This program provides funds for the mainienance of approximately ninety-five miles of City roadways and
their adjacent sidewalks. Functions include pavement maintenance, repair and reconstruction; concrete
sidewalk repair and replacement, curb installation; cold patch and hot mix application; and trench
excavations. On occasion, Roadway and Sidewalk Maintenance also provides support services to other
Departments as required. This program serves as the primary labor force for snow and ice removal.

OBJECTIVES:

To promote community health and safety and enhance the public's quality of life by safely, efficiently and
effectively working in coordination with Engineering Services to maintain the functional integrity and
character of historic City roadways and sidewalks.

Increases include $4,214 (4.96%) in salaries, $4,167
(8.40%) in employee benefits, and $7,238 (41.61%) in gasoline and vehicle maintenance, a result of
reallocation based on FY 2008 actuals. All remaining line ifems were either decreased of stayed consistent
with current funding.

This cost center has increased $71,001 (8.62%). Increases include salaries of $3,073 (0.90%), overtime of
$6,000 (60.00%), temporary & seasonal wages of $7,000 (87.50%), employee benefits of $11,221 (6.06%)
liability insurance of $13,013 (8.03%), and ufilities of $25,835 (46.34%). Remaining line items show either
small decreases or are consistent with current funding.

PROGRAWM:

This program provides funds for the operation of the Facilities Management Division of the Department which
is responsible for maintaining the cleanliness and structural integrity of the public facilities within the

City. Functions include the day-to-day maintenance and repair of properties which do not already have
dedicated maintenance staff.

This cost center shows an increase of $170,853 (18.47%), due, in part, to the planned purchased of tractor
with broom mower at the approximate cost of $100,000 (100%) under equipment replacement, Other
increases include $18,445 (4.42%) In salaries, $14,204 {7.40%) in employee benefits, $14,000 (32.26%) in
contract services, and $37,501 (27.25%) in gasoline and vehicle maintenance. Purchased services

include maintenance of cemetaries, park statues, piumbing and electrical work, portojohns, dumpsters and
staff safety training. Supplies and materials include building materials, athletic field materials, uniforms
and safety equipment, landscaping supplies and small equipment repair parts.

PROGRAM:

This program provides funds for the operation of the Grounds Maintenance Division of the Department.
Responsibilities include the day-to-day maintenance of 40 city parks, 3 historic cemetaries, roadsides,

Cliff Walk, and grounds surrounding various city buildings. Activities include: grass-cutting, clearing of
brush, application of fertilizer and herbicides, litter collection, fall leaf removal, and playground maintenance.

This cost center is showing an overall increase of $99,830 (21.57%), due, almost exclusively to the cost of
utilities. Increases include $98,730 (24.74%) in electricity, and $1,100 (5.82%) in natural gas.

This program provides funds for all costs assaociated with the lighting of City streets, including energy cost
{9as and electric) and the maintenance and repair of decorative natural gas and electric street light lamps.
Street lighting systems commonly used throughout the City of Newport include high-pressure sodium, and
mercury vapor fixtures, all of which are maintained by the Eastern Utilities/Newport Electric Corporation,

A private contractor performs the repair and maintenance for approximately 185 (natural gas) and 280
(electric) decorative street lights,

and sidewalks while maintaining the historic character of the lighting systems.

BUDGET COMMENTS:

This cost center has increased $40,720 (1.89%), due, in part, to an escalotor clause in the waste contract.
Major expenses include $207,000 for trash pickup from the City street and park trash barrels, $184,500
for the composting of yard waste, $1,045,800 for the coliection and disposal of refuse, $557,000 for the
collection of recycling, and $43,000 for bulky waste disposal.

PROGRAM:

This program provides for services to ensure the cleanliness of Newport streets and neighborhoods in a
manner that is economically efficient, environmentally responsible and easy to access. This program
element includes the fraditional services of solid waste, recycling, bulky waste, yard waste and heliday
trees, from buildings with up to and including four dwelling units. Funds for lifter collection from city
streets and sidewalks, street/park litter barrels collection, and graffiti and nuisance sticker removal are
also included in this program element, Environmentally sound collection of household hazardous waste,
used motor oil, and recycling and debris from city activities are now collected by the state. The Clean City
Program Coordinator will continue to spearhead programs associated with the City's environmental and
safety compliance.

To provide citizens with a solid waste program that is well managed, easy o access, and aimed at
providing residents with a City free of nuisance caused by improper storage, transportation, or disposal of
solid waste, at a service level that is both efficient and economical.
